At the completion of four years of Temima High School, each student will have familiarity with the text,
events, themes, and pertinent facts for each book of Tanach.

Requirements:

. Students are required to attend class and take notes,

. Students must save their notes and keep them in an organized binder.

. Submit homework written neatly.

. Submit homework on time. Homework received on time has the opportunity to receive
full credit. ‘

. Save all quizzes and assignments.

. Students must review notes consistently!

. Students must make up notes when they are absent the day they arrive back to school if

class does not meet on the day following her absence. For example, a student is absent on
Monday and our next Bekius class meets on Thursday, Monday's work needs to be made

up.
Tests:
. Quizzes or drills are given daily.
. Tests are cumulative. This means that there is a section on each test with questions from
previous tests.
. If a student feels uncomfortable with the amount of material assigned for a test, she must

speak to me two days after the test was scheduled. This gives me time to develop a study
program with the student.



Tasts - continued:

. Students are permitted to prepare study guides for a test. These outlines are submitted
with the test and a student may receive points on her test for them.
. Study guides must be handed in on the day of the test.
